He was just finishing his largest commis-
sion to date, an entire custom home
which took his team tem months to com-
plete. In addition to his cabinet work,
Josh is still exercising his artistic skills.
We have already

based on the same locking mechanism.
In the 2008 show, Josh showed a lamp
which showed off both his woodworking
and metalworking skills.
